A WORD FROM THE ‘CHIEF’

Hello everyone, as you know the club held its’ first Agility Trial last week-
end. It was a great success, a lot of work for a few people (and isn’t
that always the case), but it was worth it.

This brings me to an important aspect of training your dog. Exercise, -
like all human athletes, dog athletes also need to warm-up prior to
doing unusual movements. For instance,- “jumping”. Dogs use different
muscles when jumping to those they use just walking fo and from the
park.

We all know that dogs jump and romp with other dogs given half a
chance, but they are doing it in their own time, on the other hand
when we are fraining our dogs to jump they are doing it on command,
so you, as the handler, should understand what is going on with the
dogs muscles.

This is why, at training all jumping activities must be carried out under the supervision of an instructor, who
will explain these things to you. If you see a jump set up, please do not just take your dog over to ‘give it a
go’, always ask first., Also a dog should never be taken out of a car and put over jumps at the required
height, they must be warmed up first, and perhaps a gentle massage to ease them into their work.

It is very easy fo forget this important point. We race off to trials, get vetted, put the dog in the car, whilst
we set up outside the rings, get some breakfast, and lo & behold they're calling your number, grab the
dog and away we go. This is NOT the way to do it, always give yourself time to exercise and warm up your
dog before working them.

It is so easy for a dog to injure themselves when they are so busy pleasing us, and, like children, having fun
without being aware of the consequences. It is up to you, the handler, to be aware and do all within your
power to help your dog. If you should notice your dog limping after fraining, please see you vet or doggie
chiropractor or masseuse to make sure you will not be further injuring your dog. Be vigilant and learn to
read your dog’s body language, so that you can notice if there is anything different in his/nher movements
that may indicate a problem.

Congratulations to all who competed in the agility trial, and congratulations to all those who worked so
hard to make it a success.

Dogs Enjoy Tracking so
GO TRACKING!
Dogs enjoy tracking, it's team exercise for everyone.
We are a small group, and one trial track can need up to four helpers, so
tracking people must be prepared to help each other.

To set tracks we use 500mm to 1 meter of brightly coloured ribbons. We
put these ribbons on the trees so that we know where we are going.
Tracking Dogs use 10 meter leads and Tracking Harnesses.

To get started you will need a reward for the dog — something the dog
really wants (small pieces of food), a soft collar, a 2-3 meter lead and four
old socks with your scent on them.

Dogs must be on lead at all times in a State Forest.

AUSTRALIAN KELPIE

The Kelpie is an Australian sheep dog successful at mustering and droving with little or no command guidance.
They are medium-sized dogs and come in a variety of colours. Kelpies have been exported throughout the world and
are used to muster livestock, primarily sheep, cattle, goats and poultry.
The variety has been separated into two distinct varieties: the show or bench Kelpie and the working Kelpie. The
show Kelpie is seen at conformation dog shows in some countries and is selected for appearance rather than working
instinct. Working Kelpies are bred for working ability rather appearance.
Appearance
The variety of colouration and coat types puts the Kelpie in a select group, as it is not possible to look at
an unidentified dog and classify it as a Kelpie. Not a currently recognized breed, Kelpies referred to as Red Cloud
Kelpies have features with white markings on the face, chest, and feet.
Working Kelpies
The working Kelpie comes in three coat types, smooth, short and rough with almost every colour
from black through light or cream. Some Kelpies have a white blaze on the chest, a few have white points. Kelpies
sometimes have double coat, which sheds out in spring in temperate climates. Agouti is not unusual and can look
like a double coat. Working Kelpies stand about 50 cm at the withers for females, 55 cms for males; weight would
be between 14-21 kg. Ears are pricked, but a few will have one or both ears flopped; the tail will often follow the
coat type, and will wvary between s moot hearahce sobtackmény .

worker which can save farmers and graziers the cost of several hands when mustering livestock. The good working
Kelpies are heading dogs that will prevent stock from moving away from the stockman. This natural instinct is
crucial when mustering stock in isolated gorge country, where a good dog will silently move ahead of the stockman
and block up the stock(usually cattle) until the rider appears. The preferred dogs for cattle work are Kelpies, often of
a special line, or a Kelpie cross. They will drive a mob of livestock long distances in extremes of climate and
conditions. Kelpies have natural instincts for managing livestock. They will work sheep, cattle, goats, pigs, poultry,
and other domestic livestock. The Kelpies signature move is to jump on the backs of sheep and walk across the tops
of the sheep to reach the other side and break up the jam. A good working Kelpie is a versatile dog -- they can work
all day on the farm, ranch, or station, and trial on the weekends. Kelpies compete and are exhibited in herding trials,
ranging from yards or arenas to large open fields working sheep, goats, or ducks.
Show Kelpies
Show Kelpies are restricted to solid colours(black, chocolate, red, smoky blue, fawn, black and tan,
red and tan) in a short double coatandpr i cked ears. Different (ketemnoegfor cubs
certain colours. Show Kelpies are generally heavier and shorter than working Kelpies.
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Temperament
Kelpies are loyal, friendly, intelligent, energetic dogs that require a challenging job to be satisfactory9
companions. They need to be stimulated as idle and bored dogs become frustrated, noisy, and destructive. With
personalized love and attention, they can be very placid and faithful, although they do need space to run. For the
show or bench Kelpie, walks and socialization may sufficient to keep them happy. A working bred Kelpie must have
a job to do and plenty of exercise and mental stimulation to remain healthy and companionable. A Kelpie is not
aggressive towards people and cannot be considered a guard dog, though he will certainly bark when necessary.
Working Kelpies may nip when working stock and should be taught early not to do so to humans.
Working Kelpies have done quite well in dog sports, search and rescue work, and can be good family dogs of they
receive sufficient physical and mental exercise. The breed is unsuitable for a sedentary life and would not thrive in
an apartment setting.
Show Kelpies generally excel in agility trials and may shown in conformati on i n Austral i a. iR
Kelpie set the world record for dog jumping when jumped 2.91 metres at the Casterton, Victoria Kelpie Festival. In
his previous 30 high jump competitions he was only beaten twice.
Health
Kelpies are a hardy breed with few health problems, but they are susceptible to disorders common to all
breeds, like cryptorchidism, hip dysplasia, cerebellar abiotrophy and luxating patella.
History
